Inside the Statehouse

April 15, 2026:

This will be a great political year, with
some fantastic, interesting, and close con-
tests. However, there will be only one hotly
contested open congressional seat this year
in the Heart of Dixie. The other six incum-
bent congressmen will coast to reelection,
either unopposed or with token opposition.

This is not unusual in today’s national
politics. It is next to impossible to defeat an
incumbent congressperson. The winning
percentage for sitting congressmen is 95%.
The Russian Communist Politburo does not
have that high a reelectability rate.

The new First District Congressional Seat
is open and provides for a competitive battle.
This recently configured district is a Republi-
can seat. It was drawn by intrusive Federal
Judges, who declared that one man, one
vote, and all voters are created equally does
not apply to Republican voters. They ruled
that a black Democratic vote is more im-
portant than a white Republican vote. The
Federal Judges corralled all the white Re-
publicans into a district, which is irrational
for having a concerted voice in Washington.
They usurped the majority Republican Leg-
islature’s power, and placed the Republicans
in Mobile and Baldwin Counties in with the
Wiregrass Republicans. These two regions
have nothing in common, especially when
it comes to Federal needs. However, this is
what these folks have for the time being.

The seat is open because the winner of
the seat two years ago, Barry Moore, is
running for our open U.S. Senate seat.
Moore defeated Jerry Carl two years ago
in a close race. Jerry Carl, a two-term for-
mer congressman from the Mobile/Baldwin
area is pitted against State Representative
Rhett Marques. It will be a battle between
Mobile/Baldwin Republicans and the Wire-
grass Republicans. Moore, who is from the
Wiregrass, energized Wiregrass voters to
turn out to vote for him better than Carl did
with his Baldwin home region voters. It will
be interesting to see if Marques can repli-
cate Moore’s success in the Wiregrass. Fort
Rucker and agriculture are vitally important
to this region.

Shomari Figures won the newly, federally
drawn majority/minority Democratic Sec-
ond District two years ago. He will be eas-
ily reelected to a second two-year term this
year. He has taken to Congress like a duck
to water and done an excellent job. When
you look at his resume and life experience,
you could expect this success. Shomari was
born to iconic Democratic legislative leg-
ends. His father, Michael Figures, was Pres-

ident Pro Tem of the Alabama State Senate.
His mother, Vivian Figures, took the mantle
and has been one of the longest serving and
most effective State Senators in Mobile his-
tory. He is striving to work across the aisle.
He garnered a seat on the Republican laden
Agriculture Committee.

Our senior Democratic Congresswoman
Terri Sewell has become a very powerful
member of Congress. She has been in her
Democratic seat for 15 years. She is in the
leadership in the U.S. House Democratic
Caucus. If the Democrats take control of the
U.S. House in this Fall's national elections,
she will be in the catbird seat when it comes
to Alabama’s Congressional power in Wash-
ington.

It is not a possibility but a probability that
the Democrats will take the majority control
of the U.S. House in November. Historically,
when the sitting President is of one party,
and his party has prevailed with a slim ma-
jority in his Presidential election, the mi-
nority party wins significant seats and flips
to the majority in the House. This elective
precedent has never failed to occur. In addi-
tion, the current Republican majority is razor
thin. It is expected that the majority party in
the House will be Democratic. Terri Sewell
will be powerful. If the Republicans buck
the trend, we have a group of very power-
ful congressmen who will continue in the
House leadership.

Representative Robert Aderholt has rep-
resented the Fourth District with honor and
distinction for 30 years. He is on course to
be Alabama’s longest serving and most pow-
erful Congressman in history. He currently
chairs the House Appropriations Committee.

Representative Mike Rogers has repre-
sented the Third District for 23 years. He
chairs the very important Armed Services
Committee.

Representative Gary Palmer has done a
stellar job of representing the very conser-
vative Sixth District for 11 years.

Representative Dale Strong has only been
in his Huntsville based Fifth District for three
years but is doing an outstanding job and is
well liked by the House GOP leadership, as
well as the White House.

Glory” in the early 1870s, even
though its journey to widespread
recognition was anything but
immediate. Crosby, who lost
her sight as a child, lived a life
marked by deep faith and de-
votion. Her hymns consistently
reflected gratitude for God’s pro-
vision and a belief that praise
is the natural response to His

cant popularity, quickly becom-
ing a favorite among British au-
diences.

Despite its success overseas,
the hymn remained relatively
unknown in the United States for
decades. That changed in 1952,
when Cliff Barrows introduced it
during revival meetings led by
Billy Graham in Great Britain.

The enthusiastic response from
congregations led Graham to in-
clude it regularly, and when the
revivals returned to America, the
hymn was embraced with the
same passion.

From that point forward, “To
God Be the Glory” became a sta-
ple of revival worship, reminding
generations that no matter the
setting or season, the message
remains the same: all glory be-

goodness. Even without physi-
cal sight, she gave the church
enduring words of worship, in-
cluding the powerful refrain,
“Give Him the glory, great things
He hath done.”

After writing the text, Crosby’s
frequent collaborator William
Howard Doane composed the
music and published it in his col-
lection Songs of Devotion. The
hymn later found its way into Sa-

Local leaders and
state  government
representatives
were in attendance
on Tuesday, April 14,
for a ribbon cutting
to celebrate the new
features at Little Riv-
er State Forest lo-
cated near Atmore in
south Alabama. The
event was hosted by
the Alabama Forest-
ry Commission.

State Senator
Greg Albritton com-
mented, “Little River
is all about children.
That's why this place
exists. Just about
everyone here today
has wonderful mem-
ories of this park
from when they were
children. Now that it
is resurrected, we
want to be sure it is
here to pass down to
future generations.”

“Our agency is
truly excited about
all the recent en-
hancements at Little
River,” said State
Forester Rick Oates.
“After being closed
for more than five
years, we are proud
to see that this beau-
tiful, natural state
resource will once
again be available
for the benefit of the
community.” In addi-
tion to the Governor
and Legislature who
made the improve-
ments possible, he
thanked the spon-
sors of Tuesday’'s
event which included
Alabama Ag Credit,
Alabama Farmers
Federation, Ala-
bama Forestry As-
sociation, Alabama
Forestry  Founda-
tion, Alabama Power
Company, Alabama
TREASURE Forest
Association, Ala-

bama Trails Foun-
dation, Conecuh
Sausage, and Gulf
Coast RC&D.
Oates explained
how the
improvements were
made possible. “In
May 2022, Alabama
voters passed
a constitutional
amendment
authorizing the
issuance of
$85 million in
bonds to support
improvements
at State Parks
and Historical
Commission  sites.
The amendmentalso
authorized that any
premium generated
from the sale of
the bonds would
be provided to the
Alabama  Forestry
Commission to
make improvements
on State Forests.
The bonds were
sold in November
2022, generating
over $6.7 million for
the AFC, which we
immediately targeted
for  improvements
at Little River,

Weogufka, and
Geneva State
Forests.

“A top priority of
the bond fund pro-
gram was to rebuild
and reopen the rec-
reation area at Little
River State Forest,
which was closed
to the public in 2020
after a destructive
weather event,”
Oates continued.
“Improvements in-
clude a new en-
trance bridge across
Little River, installa-
tion of 15 full-hookup
RV campsites, eight
primitive campsites,
public water lines, a
new septic system,

a new fishing pier,
and renovations to
the existing bath-
house, picnic pavil-
ion, and swimming
pier. The recreation
area is set to reopen
to the public for day
and overnight use by
early summer 2026!”

Consisting of ap-
proximately 2,100
acres of longleaf
pine forest and a
25-acre lake, the
State Forest also
includes Claude D.
Kelley Recreational
Area which offers a
beautiful setting for
outdoor adventures
including hiking,
swimming, fishing,
and horseback rid-
ing. Along the trails
there are plenty of
opportunities to view
wildlife, and bird
watchers find it an
exceptional site to
observe species of
all types.

The property was
deeded to the Ala-
bama Forestry Com-
mission in the early
1930s during the
Great Depression.
Built as a Civilian
Conservation Corps
(CCC) development
project, the lake with
its dam, levee, and
spillway from local
stone are a legacy
to the workers from
Company 1432.

Easily accessible
from 1-65, the park
is located approxi-
mately 10 miles
north from exit 57,
at 580 H. Kyle Road
in  Atmore. Lat/
Long co-ordinates
are 31.259798,
-87.493780. Infor-
mation about res-
ervations will be
released at a later
date.
