
Alabama residents 
may soon notice a 
little extra breathing 
room in their budgets 
following the passage 
of new legislation 
aimed at easing finan-
cial strain in an econ-
omy that isn’t showing 
many signs of getting 
better any time soon. 
Kay Ivey has signed 
House Bill 527 into 
law, a measure that 
provides targeted tax 
relief for workers and 
families across the 
state.

The legislation, 
sponsored by James 
Lomax and carried in 
the Senate by Arthur 
Orr, introduces two key 
changes. It allows for 
an income tax deduc-
tion on qualified over-
time pay, up to $1,000, 
and temporarily sus-
pends the state’s por-
tion of the grocery tax 
for two months, from 
May 1 through June 
30, 2026.

Governor Ivey em-
phasized the intent 
behind the measure, 
stating in a press re-
lease from her office, 
“Alabamians are the 
best workers out there. 
I applaud Rep. James 
Lomax and Sen. Arthur 
Orr for working with us 

to provide tax relief to 
those employees put-
ting in overtime.” She 
added, “I am also glad 
we are able to put a 
two month pause on 
the state’s portion of 
the grocery tax to help 
families across Ala-
bama. Any time we 
can responsibly pro-
vide some relief for the 
hardworking people in 
our state, I am all for 
it.”

Rep. Lomax echoed 
that sentiment, say-
ing in the same press 
release, “HB527 pro-
vides meaningful, di-
rect tax relief by deliv-
ering real savings at 
the grocery store for all 
families and rewarding 
hardworking Alabam-
ians by recognizing 
the value of overtime 
work.” He noted that 
the legislation is de-
signed to “put money 
back into the pockets 
of families when they 
need it most.”

Sen. Orr also high-
lighted the broader 
impact, stating, “This 
reflects a strong com-
mitment to easing the 
financial burden on Al-
abama families while 
encouraging produc-
tivity and economic 
growth.”

The overtime tax de-
duction will apply for 
tax years 2026 through 
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West Blocton Middle School Updates Beverage

West Blocton Middle 
School is implement-
ing an updated guide-
line aimed at promot-
ing student health and 
maintaining a positive 
learning environment.

In a letter to parents 
and guardians, Princi-
pal Greg Blake shared 
that, due to growing 
health concerns, stu-
dents will no longer be 
allowed to bring or con-
sume energy drinks or 
coffee on campus. The 
decision comes amid 
increased awareness 
of the potential effects 
of high caffeine intake 
on young people, in-
cluding impacts on 
focus, behavior, and 
overall well-being.

School officials em-
phasized that the 
goal of the change 

is to help students 
perform at their best 
throughout the school 
day while supporting 
healthier habits. Fam-
ilies are encouraged to 
talk with their children 
about the effects of ex-
cessive caffeine con-

sumption and to help 
guide them toward 
better choices.

Under the updat-
ed policy, any ener-
gy drinks or coffee 
brought to school will 
be collected, and dis-
ciplinary action may 

follow. Students are 
instead encouraged 
to bring water or oth-
er healthier beverage 
options as part of their 
daily routine.

The school ex-
pressed appreciation 
for the continued sup-

port of parents and 
guardians in help-
ing create a safe and 
productive environ-
ment for all students. 
By working together, 
school leaders say 
the community can 
reinforce habits that 

contribute to both ac-
ademic success and 
long-term well-being.

Arrests Made in an 
Alabama  Voting 

Fraud Case

(Hayneville, Ala) 
– Attorney General 
Steve Marshall today 
announced the ar-
rest of two Lowndes 
County residents on 
charges related to the 
unlawful use of absen-
tee ballots in the Au-
gust 2025 Ft. Deposit, 
Ala municipal election.

Jacqulyn Boone, 51, 
and Steven Thigpen, 
49, were each charged 
with unlawful use of 
absentee ballots, a 
Class C felony under 
Alabama law. Boone 
previously served as 
mayor of Ft. Depos-
it, and Thigpen was a 
candidate for the Ft. 
Deposit City Council. 
Both were declared 

winners in the August 
2025 election.

The election was lat-
er set aside due to vot-
ing irregularities, and 
a special election was 
held in January 2026.

Under Alabama law, 
unlawful use of absen-
tee ballots is punish-
able by one year and 
one day to 10 years in 
prison.

The Attorney Gen-
eral’s Special Pros-
ecutions Division is 
prosecuting the case. 
Due to the ongoing 
investigation, no addi-
tional details are being 
released at this time.

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Alabama Reaches Settlement with Gaming Platform
Roblox Securing Improvements to Online Child Safety 
(Montgomery, Ala) 

– Today, Alabama At-
torney General Steve 
Marshall announced 
that the state has 
reached a substantial 
settlement with the 
popular interactive 
gaming platform Ro-
blox, securing mean-
ingful improvements 
to online child safety 
and boots-on-the 
ground resources for 
Alabama’s schoolchil-
dren. Under the settle-
ment terms, Alabama 
will receive $12.2 mil-
lion to be used for 
funding school re-
source officers across 
the state via the At-
torney General’s Safe 
School Initiative.

“Alabama stepped 
in where others failed 
to act. This settlement 
sends a clear message 
to every platform oper-
ating in this space—
you cannot turn a blind 
eye to the exploitation 
of children and expect 
to avoid consequenc-
es,” stated Attorney 
General Marshall. “We 
have now established 
a framework that other 
states can and should 
use. Platforms that 
host child consumers 
must do their part to 
give parents a fighting 
chance to shield their 
children from harm. 
While parents will al-
ways play the primary 
role in protecting their 
children online, we are 
raising the bar on what 
we expect from gam-
ing platforms—par-
ents need a partner, 
not a black box. This is 
the beginning of a new 
standard, and Ala-
bama will aggressively 
enforce it.” 

As a part of the 
agreement with Ro-
blox, all users must 
undergo age verifica-
tion to ensure children 
have access only to 
age-appropriate con-
tent on the platform. 
Roblox has committed 
to using facial age esti-

mation technology and 
government- issued ID 
for age confirmation 
and will use behavioral 
monitoring to identify 
users who may have 
been aged incorrectly. 
The settlement also 
explicitly addresses 
privacy concerns relat-
ed to age verification.

Parents will also 
have expanded control 
over their children’s 
use of the platform 
under the agreement. 
The expansion of pa-
rental controls allows 
parents to decide who 
their children are talk-
ing to and the games 
they are playing on 
the platform as well as 
restrict the transfer of 
in-game currency (Ro-
bux) from adults other 
than trusted connec-
tions. In the absence 
of a parent account, 
the default content 
mode provides protec-
tions to minor users. 

Adult users and us-
ers under 16 will not 
be able to chat unless 
they are identified as 
a “trusted friend” on 
the platform. Trusted 
friends for users un-
der 13 require parental 
consent. Unless a par-
ent elects otherwise, 
users between 13 and 
15 years old may add 
trusted friends through 
a QR code or phone 
contact importer. 

Under the agree-
ment, Roblox will not 
allow communication 
involving minors to be 
encrypted. Unencrypt-
ed communication al-
lows law enforcement 
to be able to more 
easily combat child 
exploitation networks, 
trafficking, and the dis-
tribution of illegal and 
harmful content.

Roblox has com-
mitted to conducting 
workshops and aware-
ness campaigns for 
the state of Alabama 
and local law enforce-
ment, as well as es-
tablishing a liaison po-

sition that will provide 
state law enforcement 
with communication 
channels to quickly in-
vestigate and address 
safety concerns like 
online child exploita-
tion.

Attorney General 
Steve Marshall was 
joined at the an-
nouncement by the 
Office’s Chief Counsel 
Katherine Robertson. 
Also in attendance 
were representa-
tives from across Ala-
bama’s education and 
law enforcement com-
munities including, 
Ivy Classical Acad-
emy, Board Chair-
man Bradley Neave, 
Dr. David Withun, 
and four students. Al-
bertville City Schools 
was represented by 
Superintendent Bart 
Reeves, Chief Oper-
ating Officer Robert 
Sims, and Director of 
Student Services Jor-
dan Phillips. Lieuten-
ant Pam Revels of the 
Lee County Sheriff’s 
Office, who serves as 
both President of the 
National Association 
of School Resource 
Officers (NASRO) 
and President of The 
Alabama Association 
of School Resource 
Officers (TAASRO), 
Officer Seth Sullivan 
of the Cullman Police 
Department, an SRO 
and Vice President of 
TAASRO. Mo Canady, 
Executive Director of 
NASRO, joined along-
side Heather Norred, a 
Retired Deputy Sheriff 
and SRO who serves 
as Chief Financial Of-
ficer of TAASRO, and 
Lieutenant Sandra 
Crim of the Valley Po-
lice Department, Sec-
retary of TAASRO. Re-
tired Lieutenant Kenny 
Archer of the Talla-
dega County Sheriff’s 
Office, Officer Richard 
Knecht of the Moun-
tain Brook Police De-
partment, Chief Justin 
Lovvorn of the Green-

ville Police Depart-
ment, and Hoss Mack, 
Executive Director of 
the Alabama Sheriff’s 
Association, were also 
in attendance.

Alabama’s settle-
ment announcement 
is significant, in that 
the settlement is one 
of the first in the na-
tion to be reached 
with Roblox and is the 
result of negotiations 

over the last several 
months. This case was 
handled internally by 
the Attorney General’s 
Office; thus, the State 
of 

Alabama will re-
ceive 100% of the 
funds secured by the 
settlement with no 
fees owed to outside 
firms.  The ‘most fa-
vored nation’ clause 
included in the agree-

ment ensures that Ala-
bama is entitled to any 
improved terms that 
are later agreed to by 
Roblox and any other 
state.

Board of Education Approves 
Brent Elementary Split, 

Announces System-wide Updates 
and Improvements

Bibb County Board 
of Education is moving 
forward with a series 
of thoughtful changes 
aimed at strengthen-
ing support for stu-
dents and educators, 
including a significant 
restructuring at Brent 
Elementary School.

On Tuesday, April 
14, 2026, the Board 
officially voted to di-
vide Brent Elemen-
tary into two separate 
schools beginning 
with the 2026–2027 
school year. While 
both schools will re-
main housed in the 
same building, they 
will operate indepen-
dently in an effort to 
better serve students 
and staff. Brent Pri-
mary will serve PreK 
through second grade 
on the lower level and 
will include a principal, 
assistant principal, 
reading coach, math 
coach, and counselor. 
Brent Elementary will 
serve third and fourth 
grades on the upper 
level, with its own prin-
cipal, reading coach, 
math coach, and 
counselor. While the 
schools will function 
separately in terms of 
leadership and instruc-
tion, they will continue 

to share lunchroom, 
clerical, and custodial 
staff.

According to Super-
intendent Kevin Cot-
ner, the decision re-
flects a strategic and 
measured approach to 
addressing longstand-
ing challenges within 
the school, particularly 
when it comes to sup-
port and resources. 
“We are thankful for 
the board members’ 
commitment to sup-
port our schools,” Cot-
ner shared. “We know 
the size of Brent El-
ementary has always 
presented a challenge, 
but the bigger chal-
lenge is support within 
the building. Our goal 
is that the split will pro-
vide our teachers with 
additional resources 
within both schools 
and it will help ease 
some of the burdens 
felt by reducing the 
workload among our 
administrators, coun-
selors, and coaches.”

Rather than pursu-
ing costly construction 
or long-term debt to 
expand older facilities, 
the Board chose a so-
lution that maximizes 
existing space while 
increasing access to 
leadership and support 
roles. Cotner empha-
sized that this restruc-
turing is designed to 
directly benefit those 
inside the classrooms 
each day. “The new re-
configuration will only 
have the added cost of 
an administrator and 
counselor the initial 
year until we can earn 
those units within the 
new school and then 
there will be no cost 
to the district,” he ex-
plained. “We reviewed 
all possibilities and felt 
this was the best cur-
rent plan to address 
needs until additional 
funding is available 
in the future. We look 
forward to seeing the 

benefits this change 
will bring within our 
district.”

The hope is that by 
creating two smaller, 
more focused school 
environments within 
the same building, 
teachers will receive 
more individualized 
support, administra-
tors will be able to 
more effectively lead, 
and students will ulti-
mately benefit from a 
more structured and 
attentive learning en-
vironment. Cotner also 
encouraged families to 
stay engaged through-
out the transition and 
to reach out to teach-
ers for their insights, 
noting that feedback 
from those working 
directly with students 
is invaluable during 
times of change.

In addition to aca-
demic restructuring, 
the Board of Education 
is also taking steps to 
improve school facili-
ties across the district. 
A bid process is cur-
rently underway for 
several paving proj-
ects scheduled for 
this summer. Planned 
improvements include 
paving the bus shop 
parking

lot in West Blocton, 
addressing the road-
way between the 
Board of Education 
office and the Bibb 
County High School 
football field, and mak-
ing improvements 

to the ramp leading 
down to the conces-
sion stand. These up-
dates are intended to 
improve both safety 
and accessibility for 
students, staff, and 
visitors.

Parking expansions 
are also part of the 
plan, with approxi-
mately 50 additional 
spaces expected at 
Brent Elementary 
and 60 new spaces 
at West Blocton High 
School. Randolph El-
ementary School’s 
parking lot is also slat-
ed for repaving, further 
contributing to a safer 
and more functional 
campus environment.

As these changes 
move forward, fami-
lies are encouraged 
to take part in end-of-
year surveys, which 
play an important role 
in shaping future deci-
sions. Input from par-
ents, students, and 
community members 
helps guide planning 
efforts and ensures 
that the school system 
continues to grow in 
ways that best serve 
Bibb County.

Together, these up-
dates reflect a broader 
commitment to sup-
porting both students 
and educators – not 
just through structural 
changes, but through 
meaningful investment 
in the day-to-day ex-
perience of learning 
and teaching.
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State Senate Will Have Very 
Little Turnover

Inside the Statehouse

April 22, 2026:

This is a big election year in Alabama poli-
tics. All our constitutional state offices are up 
for election. However, more importantly, all 
of our legislative seats are up for election. 
All 35 State Senate seats and all 105 House 
seats are on the ballot.

With Alabama being one of the most Re-
publican states in America, the partisanship 
is reflected in the makeup of our State Sen-
ate and State House. We have a superma-
jority Republican makeup in both bodies. In 
the Senate, there are 27 Republicans and 
only 8 Democrats. That makeup will change 
very little, if any, in this year’s four-year term 
election cycle.

In fact, the faces will not change much 
either. Over 80% of the legislature is unop-
posed. Our state legislative seats are be-
coming analogous to congressional seats 
when it comes to incumbency. Very few in-
cumbents are ever defeated or even chal-
lenged. There are only two State Senate 
Seats open because of retirement.

Veteran state Senator Tom Butler is retiring 
from his Madison/Limestone seat. His seat 
will be taken by Republican John Roberts. 
Roberts got in the race early and cleared 
the field. Early on, he received the support 
of every major special interest group. John 
Roberts will amazingly be elected without 
opposition to an open state senate seat.

The best state senate race will be for the 
open Senate District 34 in northern Mobile 
County. Senator Jack Williams of rural Mo-
bile County is giving up this seat to run for 
State Agriculture Commissioner. It is a two-
man race to replace Williams in this Repub-
lican seat.

Former lawmaker, Rusty Glover, a Re-
publican stalwart from Semmes, previously 
served three terms in the State Senate and 
one in the Alabama House. He is a former 
teacher. He is being backed by both ALFA 
and AEA and may be a slight favorite in this 
race. 

Doug Harwell, a businessman, will be a 
formidable candidate in this race. He owns 
a concrete and asphalt contracting compa-
ny and is a former Mobile County Board of 
Education member. This race will be a don-
nybrook. 

Several incumbents will face opposition. 
First on the list, is Senator Andrew Jones 
(R-Cherokee). He has done a good job and 
is popular in his district but has garnered the 
wrath of the political giant Alabama Farmer’s 
Federation (ALFA). Most of the other special 
interest groups are sticking with him and he 
will probably prevail. He has $500,000 in 
campaign money and has worked his district 

diligently during the quadrennium. Jones 
has a viable opponent. His challenger Amy 
Minton is the ALFA backed candidate. She 
is currently on the Alabama Public Library 
Service Board.

There are other contests where incum-
bents are having challenges, but they are 
token opposition and these popular incum-
bents should be safe.

Senate President Pro Tem Garlan Gudger 
(R-Cullman) has a token opponent.

Senator Donnie Chesteen (R-Geneva) 
has an unknown opponent. 

Senator Chris Elliott (R-Baldwin) repre-
sents the fastest growing district in the state. 
With growing pains comes embroilment in 
local issues. He has a local issue challenger.

Senator Jay Hovey (R-Auburn) won the 
closest election in state history four years 
ago. He defeated incumbent Tom Whatley 
by a single vote. That would portend for him 
to be challenged. Indeed, Hovey has a seri-
ous challenge from popular and well-funded 
Lee County Commission Chairman Doug 
Cannon. Cannon is very strong in his home 
county bailiwick. Lee County comprises the 
bulk of this senate district. This race may 
well be decided in Tallapoosa County. 

Also in east Alabama, incumbent State 
Senator Randy Price is being challenged by 
Veteran former State Senator Gerald Dial. 
This will be an interesting race.

Incumbent State Senator Dan Roberts will 
face opposition from Republican business-
man Scott Ortis. This District 15 seat is very 
Republican and includes the upscale areas 
of Mountain Brook and Vestavia, along with 
portions of Jefferson and Shelby counties. 
Senator Dan Roberts and his challenger, 
Scott Ortis, are both successful business-
men and both reside in Mountain Brook. 
Roberts is running for his third four-year 
term. He has been a very pro-business and 
effective member of the upper body and 
is emerging as a leader in the Republican 
Senate Caucus.

It is obvious that the State Senate races 
attract most of the Special Interest money. 
The average incumbent senator has over 
$400,000 in their campaign accounts. That 
is why it has become like the U.S. Congress 
when it comes to electability of incumbents.

We will highlight the few open House seats 
next week.

Isaac Watts, often called the 
father of modern Christian hym-
nody, wrote “When I Survey the 
Wondrous Cross” in 1707 as 
part of a broader desire to re-
shape how believers expressed 
their faith in worship. As the son 
of a pastor, Watts grew up im-
mersed in church life, but even 
as a young boy, he felt some-
thing was missing. At the time, 
congregations primarily sang 
psalms – rich in Scripture, yet 
limited in telling the full story of 
Christ’s life, death, and resurrec-
tion.

Watts longed for songs that 
reflected the grace, mercy, and 
redemptive work of Jesus more 
personally. In response, he be-
gan writing hymns for use in 
worship, a move that stirred 
considerable controversy. Many 

questioned the shift away from 
traditional psalm singing, but 
Watts persisted, convinced that 
believers needed language that 
expressed heartfelt gratitude for 
salvation.

“When I Survey the Wondrous 
Cross” became one of his most 
powerful contributions. Through 
its reflective and deeply personal 
tone, the hymn invites worship-
pers to consider the sacrifice of 
Christ and respond with humility 
and devotion. It stands as one 
of more than 750 hymns Watts 
wrote, each helping shape the 
future of Christian worship.

Today, the hymn is widely re-
garded as one of the finest ever 
written, continuing to give voice 
to a faith that is both personal 
and profound.
